83. Towards Ljubljana ... 
If you don’t pay attention to the tourist-board at the edge of the highway, you might pass a small town called Vransko. We often passed this small town in the past too, but this time we stopped and visited the motorcycle and the fire museum in the beautiful little Slovenian town.


The Motorcycle Museum fascinated me. In the gallery of the 400 m2 private collection (from the prehistoric age at the present) you can see more than 100 bicycles, solo and sidecars motorcycles. Most of them are from the 20th Century and the beginning of the 20’s and 30's. Between the wide varieties of motorized equipment, here are some brands as an example: Puch, a wonderful red Indian, Harley Davidson, DKW, BMV, NSU, Zündap, Villiers, but we have recognized the MZ-s and Jawa-s too. 

Most of the vehicles are in a beautifully restored condition. Apart from the motorcycles there are also a lots of additional accessories in the exhibition: fuel cans, helmets, motorcycle clothes, plates, etc…

In the military section of the museum you can see gun equipped-sidecar motorcycles, the motorcycle driven crawler tractor rocket launcher, and most of the time by couriers used double wheels.

In case you are interested in such "irons", you could spend hours and hours in this “jewelry box”. 

The adult entry is 5 Euro, for children 3, for groups 3.5 EUR (12 people or over) 


A few minutes away you can find Slovenia largest Fire Museum. You must call ahead, if you wish to enter. The phone number can be found by the entrance.

In our case let’s say in about 10 minutes a real fireman appeared  who with a very rich professional knowledge and enthusiasm, but with a little broken German language introduced all the syringes, fire vans, pumps (most of them from the 1800s), which can be found in the building. 

We were proud, that there were also Hungarian-made devices in the collection. 

The entry in 2.5 Euro. 


On the way to the beach, going skiing or rafting I recommend you to stop here and rest a bit. It is worth to visit these interesting places.
