84. „On the famous road of Verecke…” – 06.12.2009

Two members of the Foundation Krajczáros thought it is also important to make a quick tour to Verecke (a quite important place in the history of Hungary) after their mission in Beregszasz. Their guides were Csaba and Eva Szendi. 

The monument about our ancient heroes from the "home conquest" – made by one of the most important living artist Peter Matl, who works  all over the world.

We placed our wreath at the Budapest-pointed – and for many years in semi-ready – Memorial.  The wreath was sent by the Association “Háborús Emlékhelyeket Gondozók Társasága” and our non-profit organization. 

We were suddenly disturbed by our heavy feelings as started to repeat the well-known poem, which refers also the title of this essay. With broken heart we looked at the stones of the barbarian damaged “memento”, while collecting the trash around of the monument in the cold wind. You can found visible marks of hammer, spray, and fire around. Slightly below, according to our memory there was also a statue, which refers today only to a crushed column. 

The hammer and intellectual dwarfism also left here their card. 

With a bitter taste in my mouth I am looking for the reason. Questions, opinions, thoughts are running through my head, which remained still unanswered today:

- In 2009, why still someone considers this creature as a guilty symbol of a foreign power?

- You can get always enough staff and guards for the entrance of The Hungarian Parliament, and for many other national public institutes. They are able to control the access and the entry with a modern (and expensive) technique, which telling the truth can be sometimes annoying.

It would not be a big deal if a few local people against work and payment, could provide a constant control (and trash collection) for the facility in Verecke as well. 

- Imagine if the Hungarian state and / or non-governmental organizations, perhaps also with a few well-off businessmen together would buy (or rent) few hectares of land within the monument? 
- Why Karpatalja is being still secondary for us compare to other Hungarian-populated areas and regions - for example, Transylvania (Erdely)? 
- Maybe once The Ukrainian government will be protect the Hungarians "pilgrimage" calculating land by their own police too. 

- I would like to see once that the locals will recognize the opportunity of this place too. It could be important for them in the tourism as well in their own well-being. But most importantly, noting the motto “In common Europe, remember together" the visitors do not need to meditate on issues of protection of an architectural work neither face with the bureaucratic, restrictive and sometimes corrupt crossing aspects.

Well, the Krajczaros Foundation could take part in few of the above suggestions, which represents hopefully also by many others, but we do not dare and able to start anything without any adequate budget. However, we are welcome any action and expect the diversity and variety of assistance. 


To make the above-mentioned desires to reality, of course, people at home should also think and act accordingly and sometimes change their mind. We expect better things from citizens of other nations however we does not perform that neither. That means the principle of reciprocity can not be ignored. For this reason, we need to respect all in our country based Russian, Ukrainian and other soldier’s cemeteries, memorials. Accept their commemorations and do not disturb their feelings.
